Planning a Read Aloud: Based on the Big Idea
Materials needed:


*Text appropriate for your students (above independent level)

*Three different colored sticky notes or pens
Book Reading


1) Read book
*Discuss what you did as readers to process the text
*What did you think the big idea was? What does the author want us to take away from this story?

*Which two or three reading strategies might get the kids to see that big idea?

*How do those strategies help us get to the main idea?

 2) Reread and put sticky notes where you used each of the two strategies.



*Four-six stops (Two or three models and two or three Turn and Talks)




3) Plan read aloud keeping a tight focus
*Write your think-alouds on your sticky

*Write your turn and talk prompts on your sticky
